There is something about the harmony, the cooperation of the various instruments and the way
music fills the space around me — much like a cocoon — that eases me into a reflective mood. There is motion and
there is stillness. There is light and shade. There is procession as the piece unfolds. And there is ending that is
invariably satisfying, even while it may leave you wanting more.

There are innumerable quotes about the power and vitality of music but, for me, the Greek philosopher, Plato, beats
them all: Music gives a soul to the universe, wings to the mind, flight to the imagination, and life to everything.
